Meet First Responder Bailey Goldberg

Volunteering for Mountain Park Volunteer Fire & Rescue (MPVFR) a family tradition?

Bailey is an official Emergency Medical Service (EMS) member of MPVFR. His
current certifications are National and Georgia EMT-basic, Psychological First Aid
from the National Child Traumatic Stress Network, Basic Life Support (BLS), and
several emergency management certifications from FEMA.

Bailey is the son of MPVFR Chief Medical Officer/Assistant Fire Chief, Howard
Goldberg. When Howard was recruited by Atlanta Fire & Rescue as an EMS
instructor, Bailey followed two years later and moved from Florida to Georgia. He
attended his dad’s MPVFR training sessions and became an MPVFR volunteer,

,;_',_ff,'tj Vo n Ly | "I for anything in return”. During the Fourth of July celebration in the park, Bailey
was the medic in charge respondmg to a resident medical emergency. He recorded patient vital signs, medical history,
had the patient in a sling and swathe, and provided emotional/psychological support well before AMR arrived on the
scene. Bailey worked for Central Emergency Services, one of the largest emergency medical services networks in the
Southeast before transitioning to Puckett EMS, where he is full-time on a 911 ambulance with a paramedic partner. He
is currently in advanced EMT school and taking three classes online at the University of Central Florida. He will begin
paramedic school in January 2024.

Even with his busy schedule, Bailey attends training every Wednesday night at the MPVFR station and recently staffed
the station in the event of emergency calls from 10PM to 10AM — 12 hours!

It’s not all about Fire — According to FEMA, fems.dc.gov/page/incident-counts, during the most recently completed
fiscal year (FY 2022), EMS calls averaged 79% of total call volume, Fire/Other calls averaged 21% of total call volume;
only 4% of emergency calls are for fire.

Mountain Park is fortunate to have highly qualified professionals like Bailey staffing our Volunteer Department. Bailey
urges anyone in the city with interest in emergency medicine or firefighting to inquire about joining MPVFR. Contact a
member or show up at the station at 7:00 pm on a Wednesday night”.

The fee to run for a council seat is $27.

Sec. 2.11. - Qualifications of office.

No person shall be eligible to serve as mayor or councilman unless such person shall have attained the age of 21 at the beginning of the
term of office and unless such person shall have been a resident of the city for a period of one (1) year immediately prior to the date of
such person's election and shall continue to reside therein during the term of office and shall be registered and qualified to vote in
municipal elections of the City of Mountain Park. Neither the mayor nor any councilman shall hold any other elective or appointive office
in the city.

Responsibilities As a Homeowner

Sec. 58-3. - Sight obstructions at intersections; notice.

(a)No person owning, occupying or in manner controlling property in this city shall permit any tree,
bush or shrub on the property to project over any street or sidewalk of this city so as to obstruct or
interfere with the view and use of persons walking or riding in a vehicle on the street or sidewalk or of
other persons or vehicles approaching from crossing or intersecting streets.(b)It shall be unlawful for
any person, whether the owner, tenant, agent or person controlling property in the city to fail to
remove any tree, bush or other obstruction from the streets or sidewalks of this city after ten days'
notice by the city to do so.

Article IV. Vegetation

Sec. 113-152. - Height permitted.

It shall be unlawful for the owner, lessee, tenant, or other person having the possession and control
of real property, or responsible for its management, maintenance, or upkeep, to permit the growth
and accumulation of weeds, grass, or other vegetation to a height in excess of 12 inches above the
ground.

Sec. 113-153. - Notice to abate.

For a violation of this article, the owner of the property shall be given notice to remove excess
growth within seven days from the receipt of the notice. Such notice may be served personally,
registered, or certified mail or by attaching a copy of the notice to the principal entrance of the
dwelling and shall contain a description of the location of the property upon which such condition
exists.

Animal Ordinance:

e Generally —running at large dogs, domestic animals, etc., dangerous, or potentially dangerous
dogs is prohibited with the exception of cats.

e Dogs — unlawful for owner, custodian or harborer of any dog to allow such dog to leave the
premises or the owner or other such person having custody unless dog is under security of leash
being no more than 6 feet in length and under the control of a competent person. Dogs must
be confined to the premises of the owner or other person having custody and must be
restrained by means of a fence or wall or other enclosure.

e Restraint of domestic animals — it shall be unlawful for owner, custodian or harborer of any
domestic animal to allow or permit such animal to leave the premises of the owner or other
person having custody unless securely under leash, carry case or restrained by some other
means and under the control of a competent person.
